 Foam Wreath (16″ wreath size used) 

 Spool of Ribbon (burlap ribbon used to keep with the rustic autumn theme) 

 Felt Sheets 

 Hot Glue Gun 

 Straight Pins (these will make this wreath come together quickly) 

 

Instructions  

1. Wrap your foam wreath with ribbon. If you have use more than one spool of 

ribbon, connect them at the back of wreath where the adjoining pieces 

won’t be noticed.

2. Use the free clipart of various leaf shapes (on next page). Print them and cut 

them out. 

3. Use your leaf template to create a variety of different-colored felt leaves. For 

my wreath, I cut out a total of 42 different shaped leaves.  

4. Arrange your leaves on the wreath using either hot glue gun, fabric glue OR 

straight pins.

5. Turkey time! Feel free to use this handy Turkey Template (scroll down two 

pages) to copy onto your felt. Cut two body shapes and arrange the feathers 

in between with hot glue. Give the little turkey a cute little face and feet. Place 

the turkey anywhere on the wreath you like best.

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Instructions 

Turkey 

 Tail: With C, ch 8. Join with sl st to form ring. 

 1st row: (WS). Ch 2. 8 hdc in ring, changing to A in last hdc. Turn. 8 sts. 

 2nd row: With A, ch 1. (1 sc in next hdc. 2 sc in next hdc) 4 times. Turn. 12 sts. 

 3rd row: Ch 1. 1 sc in back loop only of each sc to end of row, changing to C 

in last sc. Turn. 

  4th row: With C, ch 2. 2 hdc in each sc to end of row. Turn. 24 sts. 

  5th row: Ch 3 (counts as first dc). Miss first hdc. 1 dc in each hdc to end of row, 

changing to A in last dc. Turn. 

 6th row: With A, ch 1. 1 sc in each dc to end of row. Turn. 

  7th row: Ch 1. 1 sc in back loop only of each sc to end of row, changing to C 

in last sc. Turn. 

 8th row: With C, ch 3. 1 dc in first sc. (Ch 1. 1 dc in next sc) 23 times. Turn. 

 9th row: Ch 3. (Miss ch-1. 1 dc in next dc. Ch 1) 23 times. 1 dc in top of turning 

ch, changing to A in last dc. Turn. 

  10th row: With A, ch 1. 1 sc in first ch-1 sp. [Miss 1 dc. (1 hdc. 1 dc. 1 hdc) in 

next ch-1 sp. Miss 1 dc. 1 sc in next ch-1 sp] 11 times. Miss next dc. (1 hdc. 1 dc. 

1 hdc) in next ch-1 sp. Sl st in top of turning ch. Fasten off.

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Instructions 

Body (make 2 pieces alike) 

 With C, ch 15.  

 1st row: 1 sc in 2nd ch from hook. 1 sc in each ch to end of ch. Turn. 14 sts. 

 2nd row: Ch 1. 1 sc in each sc to end of row. Turn. 

 3rd row: Ch 1. Draw up a loop in each of next 2 sc. Yoh and draw a loop 

through all loops on hook - Sc2tog made. 1 sc in each sc to last 2 sc. Sc2tog. 

Turn. 

 4th and 5th rows: Rep 3rd row, changing to B at end of 5th row. Turn. 8 sts at 

end of 5th row. 

 6th row: With B, rep 3rd row, changing to A at end of row. Turn. 6 sts. 

 7th row: With A, ch 1. 2 sc in first sc. 1 sc in each sc to last sc. 2 sc in last sc. Turn. 

8 sts. 

 8th row: Ch 1. 1 sc in each sc to end of row. Turn. 

 9th and 10th rows: Ch 1. Sc2tog. 1 sc in each sc to last 2 sc. Sc2tog. Turn. 4 sts 

after 10th row. 

 11th row: Ch 1. (Sc2tog) twice. Fasten off.

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Instructions 

Beak 

 With D, ch 5.  

 1st row: 1 sc in 2nd ch from hook. 1 sc in each ch to end of ch. Turn. 4 sts. 

 2nd row: Ch 1. (Sc2tog) twice. Turn. 2 sts. 

 3rd row: Ch 1. Sc2tog. Fasten off. 

 Wattle: With B, ch 7. Fasten off. 

Legs (make 2) 

 With D, ch 3.  

 1st row: Sl st in 2nd ch from hook. Sl st in last ch. (Ch 3. Sl st in 2nd ch from hook. 

Sl st in last ch) twice. 

 Next row: Ch 1. Draw up a loop at base of each toe. Yoh and draw through all 

4 loops on hook. Ch 4. Sl st in 2nd ch from hook. Sl st in each of last 2 ch. 

 Fasten off.  

 Finishing: Sew Beak to Body as shown in picture. Sew Wattle to base of Beak. 

Sew the two Body pieces tog, leaving bottom open, and stuff lightly. Sew 

bottom closed. Sew Legs to bottom of Body. Attach eyes and sew Body to Tail.

Pumpkins (Small): 

 With D, ch 4. Join with sl st to form ring. 

 1st rnd: Ch 1. 8 sc in ring. Sl st to first sc. 

 2nd rnd: Ch 1. 2 sc in each sc around. Sl st to first sc. 16 sc. 

 3rd and 4th rnds: Ch 1. 1 sc in each sc around. Sl st to first sc. 

 5th rnd: Ch 1. (Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of next 2 sc) 4 times. Sl st in first st. 12 sc. 

 Stuff with small amount of stuffing. 

 6th rnd: Ch 1. (Sc2tog) 6 times. Sl st in first st. 6 sc. 

 7th rnd: Ch 1. (Sc2tog) 3 times. Fasten off (bottom of Pumpkin). 

 STEM: (make 1 for each Pumpkin):  With E, ch 3. Sl st in 2nd ch from hook. Sl st in 

last ch. Fasten off. 

 FINISHING:  With D, sew through center of Pumpkin 5 times, each time bringing 

yarn around the body at evenly spaced intervals. Draw tightly and fasten 

securely. Sew Stem in place to foundation ch at top of Pumpkin.

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Instructions 

Pumpkins (Large): 

 With D, ch 4. Join with sl st to form ring. 

 1st rnd: Ch 1. 8 sc in ring. Sl st to first sc. 

 2nd rnd: Ch 1. 2 sc in each sc around. Sl st in first sc. 16 sc. 

 3rd rnd: Ch 1. (1 sc in next sc. 2 sc in next sc) 8 times. Sl st in first sc. 24 sc. 

 4th and 5th rnds: Ch 1. 1 sc in each sc around. Sl st in first sc. 

 6th rnd: Ch 1. (Sc2tog. 1 sc in each of next 2 sc) 6 times. Sl st in first st. 18 sc. 

 7th rnd: Ch 1. (Sc2tog. 1 sc in next sc) 6 times. 

 Sl st in first st. 12 sc. 

 Stuff with small amount of stuffing. 

 8th rnd: Ch 1. (Sc2tog) 6 times. Sl st in first st. 6 sc. 

 9th rnd: Ch 1. (Sc2tog) 3 times. 

 Fasten off (bottom of Pumpkin). 

 STEM: (make 1 for each Pumpkin):  With E, ch 3. Sl st in 2nd ch from hook. Sl st in 

last ch. Fasten off. 

 FINISHING:  With D, sew through center of Pumpkin 5 times, each time bringing 

yarn around the body at evenly spaced intervals. Draw tightly and fasten 

securely. Sew Stem in place to foundation ch at top of Pumpkin.

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Instructions 

Leaves (make 4) 

 With F, ch 12.  

 1st rnd: (RS). 1 sc in 2nd ch from hook. 1 sc in next ch. 1 hdc in next ch. 1 dc in 

each of next 4 ch. 1 hdc in next ch. 1 sc in each of next 2 ch. 3 sc in last ch. 

 Working into other side of ch, proceed as follows:  1 sc in each of next 2 ch. 1 

hdc in next ch. 1 dc in each of next 4 ch. 1 hdc in next ch. 1 sc in next ch. 2 sc 

in next ch. Join with sl st to first sc. Fasten off. 

Assembly 

 Using photo as a guide, glue Turkey to base of Wreath. Glue one large and 

one small Pumpkin to Wreath on either side of Turkey with 2 Leaves under the 

Pumpkins, as shown in picture. Add wheat sheaves and ribbon bow.

 21” Brown/Cream Fall Beaded 

Floral Bunch With Multiple Stems - 

2 Stems 

 Floral Greening Pin (For Hanger) 

Instructions  

1. Apply hot glue to the wrong side of one end of the 1 1/2” gold wired ribbon 

and glue to the back center bottom of the straw wreath.  

 

 

 

 

 

Fall Leaf Front Door

2. Wrap the gold wired ribbon around the straw wreath leaving a small opening 

between each wrap until meeting your starting point.  Trim the wired ribbon if 

necessary and then hot glue the end to the back of the straw wreath.  

   

3. You are going to glue the fern stems to the middle of the sides of the straw 

wreath in two rows of 5 fern stems each.  Cut the 10 fern stems at the junction 

of their stem with the wire cutters.  Starting at the bottom center of the middle 

of the side of the straw wreath insert the end of one of the fern stems just under 

the side of one of the bottom ribbon wraps and hot glue the end to hold it in 

place.  

 

4. Leaving the top 2” of the fern unglued hot glue the fern stem to the middle of 

the side of the straw wreath and wrapped ribbon along several areas of the 

middle of the back of the fern stem to hold it in place.  
 

Instructions continued on next page 
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Instructions (cont.)  

5. Insert the end of the next fern stem under the ribbon closest to top of the previ-

ous fern stem and hot glue it under the ribbon to hold it in place.  Hot glue the 

back of the previous fern stem over the bottom of the fern stem you just glued 

in place to cover it.  Leaving the top 2” of the fern unglued hot glue the fern 

stem to the middle of the side of the straw wreath and wrapped ribbon along 

several areas of the middle of the back of the fern stem to hold it in place.  

   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

6. Continue gluing 3 more of the fern stems in this same manner along the middle 

of the side of the straw wreath and wrapped ribbon until the middle of the side 

of the wreath is covered.  Make sure the fern stems are glued enough in back 

to hold them in place without the glue showing.  

 

7. You are going to glue the back of the remaining 5 fern stems to the side of the 

straw wreath 1” below the 5 fern stems you just glued around the middle of the 

straw wreath and wrapped ribbon in the same manner as Step 3 — Step 5.  

 

Instructions continued on next page 
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Instructions (cont.)  

8. Cut all of the fall velvet leaf’s at the stem of the leaf itself with the wire cut-

ters.  Keep 3 velvet leaves aside for now.  Starting at the bottom center of the 

straw wreath and wrapped ribbon hot glue the back of the bottom of one of 

the leaves over the middle of the fern stems you glued along the middle of the 

sides of the straw wreath and wrapped ribbon.  

   

9. Continue gluing the velvet leaves in this manner on top of the fern stems glued 

around the middle of the sides of the straw wreath and wrapped ribbon until 

meeting your starting point again.  

 

10. You want to create a 2nd row of velvet leaves glued in the same manner as 

Step 9 above the row of velvet leaves you just glued and covering the top half 

of the sides of the straw wreath and wrapped ribbon.

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Instructions (cont.)  

11.Continue gluing the back of the leaves in this manner until you reach your start-

ing point again.  

   

12.Cut three of the 18” cattails approximately 12” long with the wire cutters and 

insert them into the straw wreath in a fan pattern in the center bottom of the 

inside rim of the bottom of the straw wreath and wrapped ribbon where you 

started the wrapping of the wired ribbon in Step 1.   

 

13.Cut two more of the 18” cattails approximately 12” long with the wire cutters 

and insert one into the straw wreath to the right of the 3 cattails you just glued 

in place and one to the left side bending them in the manner shown 

above.  Hot glue all 5 of the cattail stems to hold them securely in place in the 

straw wreath.

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Instructions (cont.)  

14.Insert the green and orange/rust Autumn Accent beads into the straw wreath 

and wrapped ribbon just in front of the cattails you just glued in place and as 

shown in the picture above.  Hot glue both to the straw wreath and wrapped 

ribbon to hold them securely in place.  

 

   

15.Cut two of the 21” brown/cream Fall bead florals approximately 9” long with 

the wire cutters and insert them into the straw wreath in the center of the bot-

tom inside of the straw wreath just behind the cattails you previously glued in 

place.   Hot glue them in place to securely hold them to the straw wreath.  

 

16.You are going to cover the floral stems you have glued in place in the bottom 

center of the straw wreath with the 3 velvet leaves you previously set aside in 

Step 8.  Position the 3 velvet leaves to cover the stems you have glued to the 

straw wreath and then glue the velvet leaves to hold them.

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Instructions (cont.)  

17.Insert one of the floral greening pins into the center of the top of the back of 

the wreath until there is about 1/2” left to form the hanger as shown in the pic-

ture above. Hot glue all around the pin to hold it securely to the wreath making 

sure it will hold the weight of the wreath.

4. Trim the leaves so you have just an inch or two of the stem and then tie the 

twine around the top of the leaf stem. Now you have your lovely napkin ring 

that also doubles as a place card!

2. Trace the acorn pattern onto Con-Tact® paper and cut out to make a stencil. 

Using a cosmetic sponge, dab on Pumpkin Patch, Dark Scarlet, Turf Green, 

and Iris. (Refer to photo for color placement.) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

3. Trace the acorn top pattern and leaves onto Con-Tact® paper and cut out to 

make stencils. Using a cosmetic sponge, dab Cocoa Bean into the acorn top 

and leaf stencils. (Refer to photo for placement.) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

4. Use a cosmetic sponge to dab on two coats of Cocoa Bean to the napkin 

rings.

5. Cut thin strips of burlap (approx 3/4" long). Using a #8 flat brush, paint a stripe 

along the middle of each strip in either Dark Scarlet, Pumpkin Patch, Iris, or Turf 

Green.

Beanie 

 Using orange, ch 25. 

 Row 1: hdc in BL of 3rd ch from hook, and in each st across, ch 2, turn. (23 hdc) 

 Rows 2-23: hdc in BL of each st across, ch 2, turn. 

 Row 24: hdc in BL of each st across, ch 1, turn. 

 Joining both ends, sl st down entire length of hat through both sides, fasten off 

and weave in ends. 

Stem  

 Using green yarn, join with sc at top of hat near back seam. 

 Sc evenly around (about 24 sc), do not join. When you arrive back at your 1st 

sc, begin sc2tog continuously around, until 4-5 stitches remain. 

 Now, sc in each st around for about 6 rounds so that you create a 1-1 ½” stem. 

Fasten off, tuck tail inside hat, and weave in ends.

Vine 

 Using green, ch 20. 

 Work 2 sc in 2nd ch from hook and in each ST to end. Fasten off. 

 Using starting and ending tails, tie the vine between any 2 stitches on stem. See 

photo for suggested placement. 

Notes 

 Crochet leaf instead of vine. 

 Use red yarn to make an apple, blue yarn for a blueberry, etc. 
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
